Water Department- October unaccounted for water loss 10.96%.

Update-Water Tank Expansion Project, Proposed Vault Construction 14781 Mountain Dr.

Mayor Blackburn reported that the tank has been emptied. Request for proposals were opened today,
three bids being received. The lowest bid of $295,777 was received by Leer Painting and Enterprises. ES|
will review the proposal and draft the contract.

Code Enforcement- Mayor Blackburn reported that the initial project at the HWY 127 railroad crossing
has been completed. The installation of the lights and safety bars are to follow.

ER Assist & FEMA- The city received a 75% reimbursement in the amount of $3,894.89. for the use of
the generators during the May storms.

An Embankment and Culvert Roadside grant for repairs to Schooley Ln with 75% reimbursement of
$19,552.95 is underway. Total cost of repair $26,070.59, city portion of repair $6517.64.
